WHEREAS, N.J.A.C. 5:30-7 was adopted by the Local Finance Board on February 11, 1997; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:30-7.2 through 7.5, the Township of Shrewsbury has been declared
eligible to participate in the program by the Division of Local Government Services, and the Chief Financial officer
has determined that the local government meets the necessary conditions to participate in the program for the 2020
budget year.

WHEREAS, a resolution authorizing this municipality to apply for the 2019 Recycling Tonnage Grant will
memorialize the commitment of this municipality to recycling and indicate the assent of the Township Committee to
the efforts undertaken by the municipality and the requirements contained in the Recycling Act and recycling
regulations; and

properly completed and timely filed,
